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Fighting against rabies

World Rabies Day was set
up in 2007 to raise global
awareness about rabies, to
provide information on how to
prevent the disease in at-risk
communities and support
advocacy for increased efforts
in rabies control. Pasteur find
that rabies were transmitted
by agents so small they could
Not be seen under a
microscope revealing the
world of viruses." Pasteur's
early vaccine could cause
serious, even fatal, reactions,
but it was a start on the road
to today's effective vaccines.

"Paralytic" or "dumb" rabies,
mainly affects the spinal cord,
causing the animal to be weak-
limbed, lazy, and unable to
raise its head or make sounds
because neck and throat
muscles are paralyzed. Rabies
is a zoonotic viral disease that
is transmitted through the
saliva and nervous tissue of an
infected animal. Rabies is a
sensitive and highly fatal viral
infectious disease affecting the
central nervous system.
Rabies can develop if a person
receives a bite from an infected
animal, or if saliva from an
infected animal gets into an
open wound or through a
mucous membrane, such as
the eyes or mouth. It cannot
pass through unbroken skin. It
is an opportunity to unite as a
community and for individuals,
NGOs and governments to
connect and share their work.
In India, rabies is caused
mainly by non-vaccinated stray
dogs, while in advanced
countries, bats cause rabies
far more often. More than 99

% of all rabies cases in
humans are transmitted from
dogs. Rabies is present in the
nerves and saliva of an
infected animal. While human
beings usually cannot fight a
potential rabies infection
without medication, some
bird species have been
known to develop antibodies
and recover from the disease.
Amongst domestic animals,
dog is the commonest source
of infection to man. The other
domestic animals like cow,
horse and camel etc. can be
infected when bitten by a rabid
dog and hence these animals
can transmit the disease to
man on biting. A stray dog
which seems more
aggressive or more passive
than normal, which is
salivating or foaming at the
mouth or eating unusual
things is thus a suspect
candidate for rabies.

Rabies is an incurable
disease that causes
inflammation of the brain and
eventual death. There is no
way to stop or retard the
progression of the disease
once it has begun, and death
almost always results within
two weeks. The disease
causes up to more than
50,000 deaths annually.
Therefore, effective
vaccination is necessary to
counter the threat of
contracting rabies.

World Rabies Day is a day
of awareness but it has also
become an integral part of
national, regional and global
rabies elimination strategies.
The global adoption of 2030
as the goal for the elimination
of rabies as a public health
threat has led to even greater
opportunities for World Rabies
Day to make a sustainable
impact on rabies, by bringing
the attention of policy makers
and donors to the ongoing
situation and elimination
efforts in rabies-endemic
countries. Rabies is a serious
disease, but individuals and
governments can and do take
action to control and prevent,
and, in some cases, wipe it
out completely.

The lessons after

The ceasefire between Pakistan and India announced last

Saturday —

its subsequent violation by Pakistan notwithstanding

— was pleasantly welcome but completely unexpected given
the signs of escalation that both countries had been exhibiting.
The first announcement came from the president of the United
States of America, Donald Trump. This was also surprising since
the US president and, more particularly, the US vice-president,
J.D. Vance, had recently made polite remarks about the conflict
not being of any concern to the US. Pakistan was the first to
acknowledge the ceasefire; there was news that it had violated
the same ceasefire later that evening. India’s announcement
came a little later with the warning that any violation of the
ceasefire by Pakistan would be dealt with severely. The surprise
was so large that for a few minutes even social media was
unable to spin the news into propaganda. A number of questions
are being raised: did India achieve its objectives of using targeted
strikes against terror bases? Was there a moral advantage
achieved? Would this action, albeit aborted before more
destruction could be inflicted, be an added deterrent for Pakistan?
Then there was the news of the International Monetary Fund’s
$1 billion loan disbursement to Pakistan: India had abstained in
the voting for approval. The same nations that voted for the
loan were vociferously against Pakistan’s nurturing of terrorist
organisations at the United Nations Security Council only a few
days ago. I was on the streets of a busy part of Calcutta when
the news of the ceasefire broke. People were first checking
whether it was a fake creation of the Indian media or if it was
for real. Then there was the feeling of whether India had lost
its advantage. I heard someone mention that Pakistan had won.
A few others heaved a sigh of relief that normalcy was on the

way of being restored.

Metro operations between Shahpur and Old
High Court halted due to cable theft

Ahmedabad, Metro
operations on the Shahpur
to Old High Court route in
Ahmedabad have been

suspended since
Wednesday, following a
reported cable theft

incident. Metro officials
reported that in the East-
West corridor of
Ahmedabad Metro, the train
services were affected in
the morning between
Apparel Park to OIld high
Court due to theft of cables
last night between Shahpur
to Old High Court Section.
GMRCL staff with the help
of Ahmedabad Police and
other contracting agencies
has worked on war footing
and restored the affected
section by replacing the
cables at 13:26 hrs and
regular train services were
restored at 13:37 hrs on
East-West corridor as per
regular train operation
schedules. GMRC regrets
the inconvenience caused
to the commuters.
According to sources,
electrical cables powering
the metro line were stolen,
leading to a shutdown of
services from Wednesday
morning. As a result, the
metro services on this route
have been halted until

further notice.

The police have launched
an investigation, and the
metro department is working
to restore operations as soon
as possible. However, there
has been no official
announcement on how long
the repairs will take or when
services will resume.

Passengers traveling to
work early in the morning
were unaware due to the
lack of prior notice and were
forced to rely on private
transport. The absence of
timely updates from metro
authorities has sparked
anger and frustration among
commuters. In a separate
incident, Ahmedabad Metro
services between Vastral and
Thaltej were halted on
Thursday morning due to a
technical issue, causing
major delays. However, the
Vastral Gam to Apparel Park
and Apparel Park to Vastral
Gam routes remain
operational.

More than 2,000 nuclear
tests have been conducted
over the past seven decades
- from the South Pacific to
North America, from Central
Asia to North Africa. They
have harmed some of the
world's most vulnerable
peoples and pristine
ecosystems. Nuclear
Weapons started around the
1830's in countries like the
United States, United
Kingdom, and Canada in the
World War II. For the past
20 years Nuclear Weapons
have been in our lives, they
were the weapons we used
to fight our enemies and also
protect our homeland.
Nuclear weapons are a form
of mass destruction that has
explosive power that comes
from a nuclear action.

The first nuclear test was
conducted by the United
States, on July 16th, 1945,
three weeks before the
Hiroshima bombing on the
6th of August 1945. The
nuclear test was given the
codename "Trinity", tested on
the "Trinity Site". The largest
nuclear bomb ever tested
was the "Tsar Bomba" by the
Soviet Union at Novaya
Zemlya, with an estimated

yield of 50 megatons. It was
so powerful it was said that
the shockwave produced went
around the world three times.

Nuclear weapons continue
to present a real threat to
humanity and other life on
Earth. Scholars of
international relations and
policymakers share in the
belief that the sheer power
and destructiveness of nuclear
weapons prevent them from
being used by friends and foes
alike. Nuclear weapons are
not needed, and have not
been, for years. While nuclear
weapons have influenced
politics, public opinion and
defense budget, they have not
had a significant impact on
world affairs since World War
II. Nuclear weapons are
weapons of great destruction.

Our Defence minster has
said "Operation Sindoor has
sent a loud and clear message
to the terrorist organisations
hiding in Pakistan and their
masters that they are not safe
anywhere. "Our forces have
shown to the world that their
aim is precise & pin-point and
the task of counting is left to
the enemies." According to the
think-tank Stockholm
International Peace Research
Institute (SIPRI). India and
Pakistan each possess about
170 nuclear weapons, As of
January 2024, Sipri estimated
there were 12,121 nuclear
warheads worldwide. Of
these, about 9,585 were held
in military stockpiles, with
3,904 actively deployed - 60
more than the previous year.
The US and Russia together
account for more than 8,000
nuclear weapons. Christopher
Clary, a security affairs expert
at the University at Albany in

the US clarifies that the bulk
of both India's and Pakistan's
deployed arsenals lies in their
land-based missile forces,
though both are developing
nuclear triads capable of
delivering warheads by land,
air and sea. India had
conducted its first nuclear test
at the same site in 1974.
India's nuclear programme
began in 1948 and since then
it has covered a very long and
significant ground. India's
security concern and nuclear
environment compelled it to
make these tests after a lapse
of about a quarter century.Two
nuclear bombs were dropped
on Japan which eventually
ended the Pacific War. After
this attack the Soviet Union
Started to develop their own
atomic bomb project. Both
Germany and the Soviet Union
had more powerful weapons
known as the hydrogen bomb.
Hydrogen bombs are bombs
that have destructive power
that comes from the rapid
release of energy and uses an
atomic bomb as its trigger.

In fact, according to G.
Parthasarthy, former
ambassador to Pakistan,
Pakistan's acquisition of
nuclear weapons, was not
because India had them, but
because such weapons were
necessary to balance India's
conventional superiority. PM
Narendra Modi has redefined
India's policy against
terrorism which now says that
any attack on Indian soil will
be considered as an act of war.
India has always prioritised
peace and never supported
war, however, when its
sovereignty is attacked, it is
necessary to respond.

Our history have shown us

the terrifying and tragic
effects of nuclear weapons
testing, especially when
controlled conditions go
awry, and in light of the far
more  powerful and
destructive nuclear weapons
that exist today. There is no
other weapon that causes
such harm to the
environment and humanity
as nuclear weapon. The
nuclear path will lead usto a
point of no return from the
nuclear night and nuclear
winter lasting a thousand
years. We may be divided.
But peace and friendship are
the only alternative for the
survival of the civilisation. A
famous saying goes might is
always right. This is what
exactly so called developed
nations want rest of the world
to do. Every country has the
right and should defend its
territory by hook or by crook.
The obstacles to
disarmament are formidable.
Concerns over nuclear
weapons' costs and inherent
dangers have led to a global
outpouring of ideas to
breathe new life into nuclear
disarmament. Among the
negative sides of nuclear
weapons is their
maintenance and construction
cost. Unlike other kinds of
weapon, ownership of
nuclear weapons can have a
negative impact on the
national budget. Nuclear
weapons have a popular
notion of having massive
destructive potential, high
yield rate, prolonged residual
radiation, and extended
nuclear fallout.

This is a defining moment
in South Asia. The post-Cold
War geopolitics is carving a
new line after ‘Operation
Sindoor’.
